A 4 ANNUAL PRESENTATION NIGHT

(a) On a date to be determined each year, the Association may
hold a Function called the Central Coast Football Limited
Presentation Night.

(b) The venue and format of the Presentation Night shall be as
decided by the Board on an annual basis.

(c) The Presentation Night shall be for the purpose of presenting
trophies to successful Clubs and/or Players and other persons,
and the issuing of prize money or any other items that the Board
may determine.

A 5 PROMOTIONAL FUND LEVY

The Association may impose a Levy of an amount to be
determined annually on each Member or Associate Member Club
for the purpose of financing promotional schemes for the major
premiership. Such levy may also be utilised to assist the
Promoti on dbeativesireobtairing suitable
Sponsorship for the Premiership Competition and Major
Premierships.

A 6 PERIODICAL, MATCH PROGRAMME, NEWS
SHEET LEVY

(a) The Association may publish a Periodical, Match Programme
or News Sheet for distribution to all Members and Associate
Member Clubs of the Association.

(b) The design, format, details and distribution of the Publication
shall be as decided by the Board.

A 7 NOTICES

(@ Any notice or natification which, by or under these
Regulations is required or authorised to be given to any person
may be given:

0] In the case of notices to the Association i by delivering
it to the Registered Office of the Association or by sending it by
pre-paid post, addressed to the Secretary or the Association.

(i) In the case of notices to the Member or Associate
Member under Article 10 (i) of the Articles of Association of the
Association by pre- paid post to the address nominated pursuant
to the said Article..

(i) In the case of any other person by delivering it to him
personally or by sending it by pre-paid post addressed to him/her
at his/her place of residence or by email if considered
appropriate.

(iv) Notices or notification shall in respect of all notices or
notifications sent by pre-paid post in accordance with this
Regulation be deemed to have been given at the time at which
the Notice or notification would be delivered in the ordinary
course of post.

(v)Notices may be transmitted by facsimile (fax) or email in lieu
of pre-paid post if it is considered appropriate.

(vi) In the case of notifications forwarded by fax Or email to
Members by the Association, such need Not necessarily be

signed to be valid. Their validity may be confirmed by the
recipient if considered necessary.

(vii) A printed fax log confirming valid completed transmission or
email log shall be considered as evidence of receipt by the
intended recipient.

A 8 SPONSORSHIP AND ADVERTISING

(a) The Board will seek to obtain a sponsorship or sponsors
for all Divisional Championships to assist with the funding of
such Divisional Championships.

(b} Any arrangements for radio or television coverage shall be
made by the Central Coast Football Limited and the Clubs shall
be bound by any arrangements made. All competing clubs shall
be bound by any sponsorship arrangements and consequent
conditions introduced by the Board in respect of the conduct of
the Divisional Championships.

A 9 STATE AFFILIATION

The Association shall do all such things necessary to implement
and enforce any decision of FootbalINSW relating to any player,
official, person or club who is a member of or affiliated with the
Association or seeks to be a member of or affiliated with the
Association

PART B

MEMBERSHIP
B 1 MEMBERSHIP LIMITS

For the purpose of registration the number of members of the
Association is unlimited.

B 2 MEMBERS AT INCORPORATION

The current members of the Unincorporated Association who at
the time or Incorporation agree in writing to become a Member of
the Association upon the terms and conditions set forth in the
Memorandum and Articles of Association of the Association shall
on entry of their names, if Incorporated, or if Unincorporated, the
names of their Primary Delegates on the Register of Members,
be the Members of the Association.

B 3 ASSOCIATE MEMBERS AT INCORPORATION

The current Associated Members of the Unincorporated
Association who at the time of incorporation agree in writing to
become an Associated Member of the Association upon the
terms and conditions set forth in the Memorandum and Articles
of Association of the Association shall on entry of their names, if
Incorporated, or if Unincorporated the names of their Primary
Delegate, on The Register of Members be the Associate
Members of the Association.



B 4 GRANTING OF MEMBERSHIP

(a) The Directors may on application grant Membership to and
enter in the Register of Members, any Club, Corporation or other
Body.

(b) The Directors may on application grant Associate
Membership to and enter in the Register of Members any Cub,
Corporation or other Body.

B5 MEMBERSHIP APPLICATIONS

Every application for Membership or Associate Membership of
the Association shall comply with the following requirements:

(a) The application shall be in writing and signed for and on
behalf of the applicant by a person authorised in writing by the
applicant and shall be in such form as the Directors may from
time to time determine.

(b) Such application shall contain an undertaking:

(i) to conform to the Articles and By-Laws, Regulations and
Standing Orders of the Association.

(ii) to observe the Laws of Football in force with the Association.

(iii) to respect and observe the provisions of Clause 2 (f) of the
Memorandum of Association.

(c) Such application shall contain details of and confirmation that
new Member has adequate fields to accommodate games for
their members and approval to utilise same.

(d) Details of Club colours and playing strip which must not
conflict with those of another member.

B 6 DELEGATE REPRESENTATION

Any Club, Association, Corporation or other Body applying for
admission to Membership or Associate Membership of the
Association may support its application through its Delegate
when the application is presented. The Delegate must leave the
meeting of the Board whilst the application is being considered
and voted upon.

B 7 MEMBERSHIP REJECTIONS

The Association shall in no case be required to
give any reason for the rejection of any
application for Membership or Associate
Membership of the Association.

B 8 ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING OF
MEMBERS

(a} Each Member and Associate Member shall hold its Annual
General Meeting before the date of the Annual General Meeting
of the Association.

(b) Each Member and each Associate Member shall within seven
(7) days of its Annual General Meeting supply to the Secretary of
the Association:

0] The name and address of the person
responsible for conducting on its behalf official

correspondence both with the Association and
other Members of the Association or other
Associations, also a full list of Club Office
Bearers.

(i) Details of any maodification to its Constitution,
Regulations. or By-Laws by way of a copy thereof.

(iii) Details of Clubs home grounds for the season.
No Club shall move to another ground without first having gained
the consent of the Board. Breach of this Regulation shall result in
such fines, as determined by the Board annually.

(iv) Details of any proposed change to the colours or
combination of colours of the Club Strip or Strips. Refer
Regulation D 1-7

B 9 GALA DAYS

Each Member Club may apply for permission to stage Knockout
Competitions/Gala Days. Refer Regulation D 1-5 in this regard.

B 10 PROTESTS, DISPUTES AND
APPEALS

(@ The Directors shall make due provision for settling
differences and disputes that may arise between or amongst
Members or Associate Members or Players registered with the
Association or any persons who are Members or are allowed to
be Members of or are employed by any such Member or
Associate Member and shall make Regulations as to all
proceedings in reference to the matters aforesaid and as to
enforcing any awards or decision.

(b} Members and Associate Members shall submit and refer all
differences and questions coming within the provision of these
Regulations to the decision of the Board of Directors who may
determine the same or may appoint an Appeal Board or Judiciary
Committee or other Committees for the purpose of hearing and
determining the same and the fact of Membership or Associate
Membership of the Association as aforesaid shall constitute an
agreement to refer all such differences and questions in
accordance with the Regulations of the Association and shall be
enforceable as an agreement to refer to the Arbitration Act.

(c) Each Member or Associate Member protesting, claiming or
complaining is to

1) Advise the Central Coast Football Office verbally of the
protest, claim or complaint within 24 hours of the event and

2) send a written copy of the protest, claim or complaint to
reach the Association Office within 72 hours of the event..
Such written copy is to be accompanied by a fee to be
determined by the Board. Such fee will be forfeited should
the protest, claim or complaint be dismissed.

(d) The Board shall give a determination on any protest, claim or
complaint within fourteen (14) days of its receipt at the
Association Office. Findings shall be given to the Member or
Association Member concerned within fourteen (14) days of the
determination.



B11 RENEWAL OF MEMBERSHIP

(a) On or before the 31st day of October in each year all current
Members or Associate Members shall re-apply on the
appropriate Form supplied by the Association for Renewal of
Membership with the Central Coast Football Limited.

(b) The Renewal Form shall be signed for and on behalf of the
Member or Associate Member, by a person so authorised by the
Member or Associate Member.

(c) Such Renewal Form shall contain an
undertaking to:

0] Accept all liabilities for payment of the
appropriate Membership Fees and the payment of all charges
and levies as they become due.

(i) Conform to the Articles and the By-Laws,
Regulations and Standing Orders of the Association.

(iii) Observe the Laws of Football in force with the
Association.

(iv) Respect and observe the Provisions of Clause 2 (f)
of the Memorandum of Association.

(d) Membership Forms shall also advise the Association of
the Members or Associate Members Delegate and Alternate
Delegate together with the addresses and telephone numbers of
each Delegate and Alternate Delegate.

B 12 FINANCIAL RECORDS

€) Each Member or Associate Member shall keep their
financial records and provisions in proper accounting form and
shall produce such records for inspection by the Board of the
Association within seven (7) days of being requested to do so.

(b) All clubs must forward a copy of their Audited Financial
Reports within seven (7) days of any request to do so by the
Board.

B 13 ASSOCIATE MEMBERS

Associate Membership for the time being of the Association shall
constitute a binding Agreement between the Association and the
Associate Members to refer all protests, claims and complaints
between Associate Members and the Association to the
Directors for hearing and determination.

B 14 MEMBERSHIP FEES

0] All annual membership fees, which may differ between
Member Clubs playing in different Leagues or Divisions of the
Association and Associate Members, shall be determined
annually by the Board In accordance with Article 14 and shall be
due and payable by the day preceding that set by the Board for
the Annual General Meeting of the Association or by the 31St
December each year which ever falls earliest.

(ii) Any Member who fails to pay their membership fee by the due
date will be precluded from voting at the Association Annual
General Meeting and any nominee for a position, nominated by
that member will have their nomination withdrawn.

B 15 LEVIES, CHARGES & FEES

The Board may from time to time decide on Levies, Charges,
and Fees to be paid by Members, Associate Members and
Players and at that time shall also decide the date by which such
shall be paid. Such Levies, Charges and Fees shall include, but
not be limited in any way to, the following:-

(a)Team Nomination Fees:

The fees decided for each particular age group, division and/or
competition shall be due and payable on or before Team
Nomination Night each year. Refer Regulation D

(b) Player Registration and/or Insurance: The fees decided
for each particular age group shall be due and payable upon
registering each player with the Association Registrar and no
player will be deemed registered until such fees have been
remitted with the appropriate paperwork as decided by the
Board.

B 16 ACCOUNTS

Itemised accounts shall be sent to Members or Associate
Members setting out in detail amounts due to the Association by
way of Fees, Levies and Charges. The nominated payment date
will also be advised. Any payments not received by the due date
may incur a late fee not exceeding 5% of the outstanding amount
for the first 30 days it is overdue. Such late fee shall increase to
not exceeding 10% for further periods it remains overdue.

B 17 EXTENSION OF PAYMENT DATE

Any Member or Associate Member which cannot meet all the
financial commitments to the Association by the due date, may
be granted an extension to pay by the Board. All applications by
Members or Associate Members for extension of time to pay
must be submitted in writing fourteen (14) days before the
account falls due. The application must contain a reasonable
explanation and shall undertake a guarantee to finalise the
account on a nominated date and time. The Board in granting
the extension of time to pay may impose a surcharge not
exceeding 5% of the outstanding amount for the first 30 days of
extension and 10% for periods in excess of this 30 day period.

B 18 UNFINANCIAL MEMBER OR ASSOCIATE
MEMBER

(a) If the accounts from the Association to a Member or
Associate Member shall remain unpaid for a period of thirty (30)
days after they become due, and no satisfactory arrangement for
payment of same has been entered into with the Association,
then the Member or Associate Member may, after notice of the
default shall have been sent to it by the Secretary of the
Association, be declared an Unfinancial Member or Associate
Member.

(b) The Association may consider allowing Unfinancial Members
or Associate Members to continue participation in the
Association Competitions up to a period not exceeding four (4)
Competition Fixtures, however their teams shall not receive any
Competition points in these four (4) competition fixtures.

(c) If the Accounts from the Association to a Member or
Association Member shall remain unpaid for a period of sixty-two
(62) days after they become due, then the Member or Associate
Member may, after notice of the default shall have been sent to it

by the Secretary of the Association, be debarred by Resolution
of the Board from all privileges of Membership.

(d) No Member or Associate Member debarred under (c) above
will be entitled to re-apply for membership or apply for renewal of
membership until all outstanding debts to the Association are
paid and they can prove their future financial viability to the
satisfaction of the Board.

B 19 MEDICAL, HOSPITAL AND
AMBULANCE SERVICE

All Club Officials, Committee Officials, Team Officials, Team
Members and any persons engaged or voluntarily participating in
the running or organisation of the Member Club or Associate
Member Club affairs, should at all times maintain at his or her
expense, financial Membership to a Medical, Hospital Fund and
Ambulance Service. The Association will in no ways or means be
financially responsible in this regard.

B 20 SPORTS INJURY INSURANCE

The playing Members and Officials of each Member Club and
Associate Member shall become Member of the Sporting Injuries
Fund or Sports Injury Insurance as recommended by the Board
and ratified by the Members at the Annual General Meeting, and
pay to the Association all premiums and other fees payable in
respect thereof.

B 21 PUBLIC LIABILITY INSURANCE

Each Member or Associate Member Club shall become
members of a Public Risk Liability Insurance coverage as
determined annually by the Board and shall pay to the
Association all premiums and other fees payable in respect
thereof.

B 22 BEHAVIOUR OF PLAYERS, OFFICIALS OR
SUPPORTERS

(a) Each Member or Associate Member shall be responsible for
the behaviour of their Players, Team Officials, Club Officials,
Club Members at all times.

(b) Any person or persons found guilty of misconduct and thus
bringing the code into disrepute, shall receive a minimum
suspension being for the remainder of that season in which the
offence occurred. The Club shall be fined an amount not
exceeding five hundred dollars ($500.00), per offence, and both
club and offending person or persons shall be subject to any

further penalties, as determined by the Judiciary Committee.
Such misconduct could include, but would not be restricted to
offences such as Foul, threatening and/or Abusive Language,
Indecent Actions and/or Gesticulation, Abuse, intimidation or
threatening of Referees or other Officials by word or physical
means, indecent and/or offensive behaviour.

B23 INTERSTATE, INTRASTATE, OR OVERSEAS
TOUR BY CLUBS

Any tour conducted by a Member or Associate Member or any
Club affiliated to a Member or Associate Member of the C.C.F
Limited must have the permission of the Association to travel and
play within Australia and must have the permission of both the
C.C.F. Limited and the Football Federation of Australia to travel
and play outside Australia. Such applications for permission from
the State Body and or the Football Federation of Australia shall
be made through the Association.

B 24 ATTENDANCE AT MEETINGS

That should any Member not be represented at a properly
convened Meeting called by the Board of Directors, without
reasonable cause that member will be liable to a fine for non-
attendance. Such fine will be determined by the Board but will
not exceed $50.

B 25 FEES, LEVIES, FINES AND CHARGES UNDER

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SECTION 1

GENERAL AND INTRODUCTION

D1.1 Competition Rules

With the exception of the Local Competition Rules as
detailed in these Regulations, and as may be set by the
Board of CCF Ltd. from time to time, all matches shall
be played In compliance with the Regulations at the
time, being in force of the Football Federation of
Australia and under the Laws of the Game as approved
by the Federation Internationale de Football
Association (FIFA). Responsibility  for  the
implementation, interpretation and control of this Part of
the Regulations will rest with the Central Coast Football
Association  (CCF) through the Director of
Competitions. The Board of the CCF shall have the
right to rescind, replace, add to and/or vary these
Regulations from time to time in terms of Article 40(b)
and Regulation A3

D1.2 Player Safety and External Protective
Devices or Visual Aids

The safety of players on the field is of utmost concern.
Football is a contact sport and there are times when
players may be injured during a game. All players are
required to wear the basic protective gear of shin pads
and approved footwear, but are not restricted to
wearing additional protective equipment of knee, ankle,
elbow and mouth guards.

a) If a player takes to the field wearing any additional
protective device, it is up to the discretion of the
official or unofficial referee to determine whether
the protective equipment is considered dangerous
to that player or any other person on the field. If it
is considered to be dangerous the referee will ask
the player in question to remove the protective
device or not take any further part in the game.

b) External Plaster or Fibreglass casts- Even if a
player has received permission to play from their
Medical Practitioner it is an instruction from
FootbalINSW that referees cannot allow a player in
a cast to take part in a match.

¢) Visual Aids-not restricted to Spectacles (glasses)
but also headgear (hats and sun-visors). It is the
discretion of the official or unofficial referee to
determine whether the visual aid is considered
dangerous to the player or any other person on the
field. If it is considered to be dangerous the referee
will ask the player in question to remove the visual
aid or not take any further part in the game.

d) Callipers-players that wear these devices will be
granted a level of leniency, however, if the player is
deemed to be dangerous in their actions toward
other players they will be asked to leave the field
for a short period of time.

e) Any player sustaining a suspected head injury
must produce a medical certificate of clearance

from a qualified medical practitioner before being
permitted to retake the field or participate in future
games or training. UNLESS THE COACH OR
MANAGER CONSIDERS SUCH INJURY IS
MINOR i take onus off ref and CCF and allow club
to make the call

D1.3 Divisional Championship Competition

a) The CCF shall from time to time decide on the
format for each particular age group, division
and/or competition and shall notify each member
club prior to the closing date for team nominations
which shall be on a date determined by the Board
each year.

b) The Board may alter such formats if, after the
closing of team nominations, it is found that any or
all of the original format would not be practical
based on nominations received.

c) Each senior team and each junior competition
team nominated must contain a minimum of eleven
(11) signed up players to constitute a team and
must be documented at the closing date for team
nominations as declared in D1-3 (a).

D1.4 Team Nomination and Team Registration

a) GENERAL

In January each year the following documentation will
be forwarded to Clubs by the CCF in respect to
competitions:

i) A list of suggested grading, based on previous
years results and on assumption teams will be
returning in the upcoming season;

ii) Team Nomination form: re Form E4;

iiiy Team regrading request form: re Form E5;

iv) A copy of up to date Regulation D (Competition
Rules) which will be applied to the upcoming
season;

v) A calendar showing dates to be utilised for
competition matches in all grades and competition
sizes;

vi) Schedule of team registration fees applicable to the
upcoming season;

vii) Gala Day Application Form: re Form ES3;

viii) Ground detail form: re Form E5A.

iX) Fixtures Officers Contact details.

b) Team Nominations
Team Nomination Day

Team Nomination will be held on the last Friday in
February, or as otherwise directed by the CCF;

On that day Clubs will lodge their team nomination
forms including requested gradings together with
payment for the total amount payable in respect
thereto. Clubs must grade players into teams with other
players of similar ability. Teams must then be graded
by the Club into grades commensurate with the overall
ability of the teams and its players. In addition any
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request for regrading, if Club grading does not comply
with CCF suggested gradings, refer D1.4 (a) (i) and (iii)
above;

The CCF Director of Competitions will appoint a
grading committee to evaluate nominations and
gradings on the day following team nominations. If
necessary, the Grading committee will contact the club
secretary to clarify the strength of any team. If
considered necessary the Grading committee may
regrade a team. A list of competitions and teams
therein will be compiled by the grading committee and
such will be forwarded to the Clubs by the following
Monday;

If it is found that a team and/or player has been wilfully
mis-graded the Club, its officials and/or the team may
be subject to such penalties as the CCF may
determine. Penalties could include, but not necessarily
be limited to, fines, regrading, suspension and loss of
points or exclusion from competition.

Clubs will have until the Wednesday of that same week
to notify of any further objections to gradings. The
Grading committee will adjudicate on any complaints
about the wrongful grading of any team on that
Thursday and final outcome will be advised to Clubs on
the Friday. Such decision by the grading committee will
be final,

Gala Day applications and Ground detail forms are also
to be lodged at time of lodging team nominations
together with any other documentation required by the
Board. Refer Regulation D 1-5 in respect to Gala Days.
ii) Note

No team will be registered unless for Grades 5 -7at
least 6 players, Grades 8 -9 at least 9 players and
Grade 10 & above at least 11 players have been fully
registered (including payment of appropriate
registration fee to their Club and the CCF). Such
players must be bona fide players for the nominated
age group. Refer Section F1.3 7 Player Registration
Fee

D1.5 Gala Days

a) LOCAL GALA DAYS

i) Each member Club may apply for a maximum of
one (1) aged Knockout Competition / Gala Day.
If two or more Clubs apply to have the same
aged Knockout Competition / Gala Day in the
same year preference will be given to long
standing established events where possible.
Actual priority and time separation between
events will be determined by the CCF: re Form
E3;

i) Such events are to be applied for on team
nomination day each year;

iii)  Full details of each event, together with rules for
same are to be submitted to the CCF for
approval at least six (6) weeks prior to the event
or otherwise as directed by the CCF;

iv)  Where a Club has more than one team in an age
group and there is more than one event for that
age group all teams must be given the
opportunity to compete in one event. That is to
say a Club is not to enter the same team in two
or more events to the detriment of another team;

V) The players from the entered team must be given
first option of playing;

vi)  Other Regulations appertaining to conduct of
coaches, spectators, etc., are effective for Gala
Days;

vii)  Clubs for whom Gala Days are approved will be
issued with a form of composite Team Sheet on
which Clubs competing are to list all players
participating and their relative registration
numbers;

viii) Gala Day Applications are to be accompanied by
Council Special Events Form;

iX)  The Board may restrict or alter the number of
Gala Days applied for or approved if
circumstances prevail which require such action.
(i.e. Council restrictions)

X) No Gala Day will be approved unless application
for same is lodged on Team Nomination Day

x)y Any Club who is restri
games, (i.e. games which do not contain a home
team), cannot hold a Gala Day

b) EXTERNAL GALA DAYS

Clubs wishing to compete in Gala Days organised by
other than member Clubs of the CCF must obtain
permission from the CCF in terms of Regulation D6.6

Clubs shall not enter or play in external Competitions or
Gala Days unless they have first received the approval
from the CCF;

Requests for approval must be submitted in writing on
a Football NSW sanction and must include full details
of such competitions, including rules and playing dates.
If other club is under auspices of a controlling body
other than Football NSW a sanction form from that
other controlling body is also to be produced.
Should the CCF decide to grant approval it may impose
such conditions as it deems fit to avoid adverse effects
upon the official CCF competitions and upon other
clubs. No such matches are to interfere with any Finals
Series Matches under these Regulations.

Photographs of front, rear and side of all playing
strips, including shorts and socks and a close up of
the club logo are to be lodged with the CCF by no
later than the last Friday in January or other such
time as directed by the CCF.

Changes
will only be approved if the Club can provide
evidence that they will not be mistaken for or
conflict with those of other member Clubs or cause
confusion with same;

If due to similarity of colour or design conflict could
occur with another Club's strip the CCF may
impose certain conditions on the usage thereof
including but not restricted to who must change
strip in the event of a clash of colours. Such
restrictions would override other Regulations in that
regard;

Clubs shall not be permitted to register or play in
colours or strips likely to be mistaken for match
officials;

The
competition cannot commence until this condition
is fulfilled;

No player, who is under suspension from normal
competition, may play in this competition unless
approval to play has been sought through his/her
Club from the CCF Director of Judiciary. Such
approval may not necessarily be given.

Mini Football (Grades 5, 6 & 7) is the nursery of our
great sport. The objects are to get these young
players used to playing in a team, playing to rules
(albeit rules are few and relaxed in mini Football),
to get as much time on the field as possible, to
participate in play as much as possible and most
importantly to enjoy themselves;

These games are strictly non-competition and no
point scores are to be kept on these games, nor
are game scores to be recorded on team sheets;

Any inappropriate behaviour that is brought to the
attention of the Club or CCF will be dealt with by
the CCF Judiciary

D4.2  Supporters

Whilst it is human nature for parents and supporters to
get excited and enthused watching their young ones
play, particularly in these younger age grades, certain
criteria must be complied with:

Supporters -

i) Must not endeavour to coach the kids. This is the
province of the coach and too many people
shouting directions merely confuses them and put
them under unnecessary pressure;

i) must not enter field of play and must remain behind
spectator line, (either marked or imaginary), at least
two (2) meters from the field;

iii) Must act in a sporting manner to players of both
teams;

iv) Support and encourage players of both teams but
do not set them goals that are too high nor put
them under undue pressure to perform;

D4.9 Substitutes

if replacements occur too often.

ii) All players must play equal time on the field (at least
one half of the game time and ideally three
quarters).

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NON COMP FOOTBALL
D4.17 Junior Grades 8 & 9

a) Introduction

Non Comp Football (Grades 8 & 9) is the next
progression of our great sport after mini Football.
Team sizes are increased in grade 8 from those in
grade 7 giving the opportunity to mix and match
players as a prelude to grading which takes place
in grade 9. This increase in team size allows a
perfect opportunity in Grade 8 to mix and match
players to have players of equal ability play
together. This is necessary to enhance their
development and maintain their enthusiasm for the
game. Grade 9 players are to be graded as much
as possible. Players of equal ability should in the
case of Grade 8 be placed into and in the case of
Grade 9 be graded into teams, not teams graded to
average out the mixed ability of players. The rules
are further expanded as a prelude to playing full
rules when in competition from Grade 10 up.

These games are strictly non-competition and thus
in respect to Grade 8 no point scores are to be
kept on these games, nor are scores to be
recorded on team sheets. Scores are to be
recorded and reported in respect to Grade 9. Whilst
these will not be published they will be utilised to
compile an unofficial pointscore for each grade to
be issued to clubs in January of the next season to
assist with initial grading of Grade 10 teams.

Any inappropriate behaviour that is brought to the
attention of the Club or CCF will be dealt with by
the CCF Judiciary

D4.18 Supporters

Whilst it is human nature for parents and supporters to
get excited and enthused watching their young ones
play, particularly in these younger age grades, certain
criteria must be complied with, including:

i) must not endeavour to coach the kids. This is the
province of the coach and too many people
shouting directions merely confuse them and put
them under unnecessary pressure;

i) must act in a sporting manner to players of both
teams;

iii) support and encourage players but do not set them
too higher goals or put them under undue pressure
to perform;

iv) must not abuse or criticise players, referees or
officials;

v) must not enter field of play and

vi) must remain behind spectator line, either real or
imaginary, at least two (2) metres from the field;

vii) must let the players enjoy themselves;

viii)breaches could result in disciplinary action against
offender or their club.

D4.19 Player Code of Conduct

i) Play by the rules and understand the spirit of the
game;

i) Play to enjoy the game;

iii) Respect the rights, dignity and worth of fellow

players, coaches, officials and spectators Do not
criticise nor laugh at players of lesser ability;

iv) Do not initiate nor react to acts of aggression

v) Respect the talent, potential and development of
fellow players and competitors;

vi) Care for and respect the equipment provided to you
as part of your program;

vii)Be frank and honest with your coach concerning
illness and injury and your ability to train fully within
the program requirements;

vii)At all times avoid intimate relationships with your
coach;

ix) Conduct yourself in a professional manner relating
to language, temper and punctuality;

X) Maintain high personal behaviour standards at all
times;

xi) Respect the decision of the official, making all
appeals through the formal process and respecting
the final decision;

xii)Be honest in your attitude and preparation to
training. Work equally hard for yourself and your
team,

xiii)Cooperate with coaches and staff in development of
programs to adequately prepare you for competition
at the highest level.

D4.20 Coaches and Coaching

i) the main role of a coach is to ensure that the above
objectives are achieved as a follow on from the
objectives of Mini Football as detailed in the
introduction;

b. Draw-One (1) Point

c. Loss - No Points

d. Bye - No points

ii) The highest resultant plus figure from such
subtraction shall be deemed to have the best goal
differences and shall take precedence in
determining positions in respect of plus goal
differences.

iii) The lowest resultant minus figure from such
subtraction shall be deemed to have the better goal
differences and shall take precedence in
determining position in respect of minus goal
differences.

iv) Where goal differences are equal, the team having
scored the greater number of goals shall be
deemed to have a better goal difference than their
opponents.

Semi-finals, Finals and Grand Finals shall be
played by all qualifying teams in the Junior
Divisional Age Championship Competitions and the
Senior Divisional Championship Competitions. All
Grand Finals shall be played no later than the first
week of October. In special circumstances the
Board may vary the above provisions. Such
variations could include either not proceeding with
any or all Finals Series or deferring date of any or
all Grand Finals.

Championship Fixtures in any season, who possess
the four (4) highest number of points shall play in
semi-finals with the team with the highest points
playing the team with the second (2nd) highest
points (hereinafter called Match A) and the team
with the third (3rd) highest points playing the team
with the fourth (4th) highest points (hereinafter
called Match B)

ii) the loser of Match A shall play the winner of Match
B in a Final (hereinafter called Match C) and the
winner of Match A shall play the winner of Match C
(hereinafter called Match D) in a Grand Final,

iif) For the purpose of determining the relevant position

D5.7  Trophies

i) No trophy competed for by CCF Members or
Associate Members may be won outright.

ii) The holder is responsible for returning the Perpetual
Trophy in good condition to the CCF Office not later
than the First (1st) day of August each year. Failure
to comply will result in an automatic fine as decided
by the CCF and replacement or repair costs will be
borne by the Club concerned.

D5.8  Prize Money - Major and Minor Premierships
and Cup and Knockout Competitions

The CCF may fund prize money for Premiership
League Champions, Semi-Finals, Finals and/or
Grand Finals and also Cup and/or Knock out
Finals. The CCF shall decide the amounts to be
funded on an annual basis. Provided that the CCF
shall seek Sponsors for the purpose of meeting the
costs of such prize money.

Such prize money shall be withheld if the intended
recipient of same is in any way unfinancial in
respect to the CCF. Such withheld prize monies
may be applied by the CCF in reduction of any
monies owing by the intended recipient. The CCF
may impose conditions upon Clubs by reasonable
means, such as the necessity to wear badges
depicting any sponsor, as a prerequisite to being
eligible to receive any such prize monies.
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D5.9  Competition Prizes and Trophies

a) Each team from the Senior Divisional
Championship competitions and the Junior
Divisional Age championship competitions that
finishes at the top of the competition table shall
receive

i) In the Case of seniors and women - Eighteen
(18} League Champions Awards, sixteen (16) for
players, one (1) for Coach and one (1) for
manager);

i) In the case of mixed juniors - Sixteen (16)
League Champions Awards, (fourteen (14) for
players, one (1) for Coach and one (1) for
manager);

iii) Prize Money, if applicable, as determined
annually by the CCF. Refer Regulation D5.8

b) Each Club whose team wins the Grand Final shall
receive:

i) In the case of Senior Men and Women -
Eighteen (18) Premiership awards (Sixteen
(16) for players, one (1) for Coach and one (1)
for Manager);

i) In the case of Juniors - Sixteen (16)
Premiership Awards, (fourteen (14) for players,
one (1) for Coach and one (1) for manager);

iii) Prize Money, if applicable, as determined
annually by the CCF. Refer Regulation D5.8.

c) Each Club whose team loses the Grand Final shall
receive:

i) In the case of Seniors and Women - Eighteen
(18) Runners-up Awards. (Sixteen (16) for
players, one (1) for Coach and one (1) for
Manager);

i) In the case of Mixed and Juniors - Sixteen (16)
Premiership Awards, (fourteen (14) for players,
one (1) for Coach and one (1) for manager);

(i) Prize Money, if applicable, as determined
annually by the CCF.

D5.10 General Rules for Finals Series

The finals series is the ultimate show case for our great
game. It is appreciated that it is a time of stress and
also celebration or upset for many. Without wishing to
detract from the aura of the series or dampen
enthusiasm certain regulations must be put in place to
prevent the wrong image being put out. Thus the
following regulations will be strictly enforced.

i) Four responsible Club Officials must be in
attendance for each and every game in which a
team from their Club is participating or as rostered
by the CCF. Such Club Officials will be responsible

to ensure that all CCF. Ltd. Regulations both
existing and Supplementary are adhered to and
must report to and register at the Official Table as
designated by the CCF. Basically two will act as
officials on the official table and two will act as
general ground officials. Specific duties will be
detailed prior to each finals series.

i) Only the team coach, manager, trainer and listed
reserve players for the fixture in progress are
permitted in dugout or designated areas. No
alcohol to be consumed or taken into dugout or
designated areas, refer also (vii) below. Such
persons so permitted in the dugout are to :-

a) With the exception of the Coach or manager
who may utilise designated area all others
are to remain within the dugout and

b) Actin aresponsible manner at all times.
c) Leave dug outin a clean and tidy state.

d) Vacate dug out immediately their game is
over. Any person requested to leave the
dugout by a CCF or Club-Official must do so
immediately.

e) NOTE. Any player sent from the field of play
by the referee is not permitted to remain in
the dugout.

i) All spectators are to remain behind the fence,
ropes or spectator lines at all times.

iv) Team sheets are to be completed no later than
thirty (30) minutes prior to scheduled kick off time.

v) Teams are to be presented to the Official Table at
least twenty (20) minutes prior to scheduled kick off
times in number order with I.D. Card in hand for
checking.

vi) No drugs are permitted in Pluim Park.

vii) No alcohol is to be brought to Pluim Park at any
time or under any circumstances;

viii) Glass bottles or containers are not permitted at
Pluim Park.

ixX) Dressing sheds are to be swept out after use and
left in a clean and tidy condition.

x) All persons attending Pluim Park, including team
officials, players, spectators and supporters are to
act in a responsible manner at all times. Any
person considered to be unduly under the influence
of alcohol, or in possession of or considered
affected by drugs, or who is acting in an abusive or
offensive manner, or who is guilty of vandalism
may be evicted from Pluim Park.

xi) No abuse of match officials or CCF officials will be
tolerated.

xii) No acts of vandalism, misbehaviour, unruly
behaviour or offensive language, including that
contained in victory songs, will be tolerated.

xiii) Clubs are reminded of the provisions of Regulation
B22 and D6-10.
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xiv) No persons are permitted on the field other than
participants in match.

xv) No persons are to kick balls in goal mouths or on
fields at half times or in between games.

xvi) Only team members of teams participating in next
match are to enter field between matches.

xvii)If field is wet players or others are not to throw or
kick mud nor slide on field whether such is an act
of celebration or not.

xviiipirections of CCF. Officials are to be complied with
without argument at all times.

xix) Additional Supplementary Regulations may be
advised at any time.

xX) Teams are to be prepared to kick off at least ten
(10) minutes prior to scheduled kick off time. Half
time breaks in Junior games will be 5 minutes only.
Kick off times will not be delayed unless we are
behind schedule due to previous games or the
weather. Teams must be prepared to change
venues at short notice if problems arise with a
ground due to weather or other circumstances.

xxi) If a problem arises the Club Official is to approach
the appropriate CCF Official. Direct approaches by
coaches or other persons will not be permitted.

xxii)Balls are not to be kicked on lawns in front of
canteen, official area or where they could enter
field of play or be of danger to the public.

xxiiiClub banners may be displayed at the ground
provided they do not obliterate any existing
advertising or cause disruption of vision to other
spectators. Any banner or device or structure
brought into Pluim Park must be removed and
disposed of correctly. No banner considered
offensive or in any way derogatory to any person,
player, club or team wil be permitted.
Determination in this matter will be at determination
of the Board or its delegated representative.

xxivA speed limit of 5 kph applies to the grounds of
Pluim Park. All vehicles must be driven in a quiet,
responsible and subdued manner at all times within
the park boundaries and on public roads adjoining
the Park. All parking and advisory signs in the park
must be adhered to.

xxv)Any player sent from the field of play by the referee
shall;-

a) leave the field in a dignified manner

b) after entering dugout remove or cover their
playing shirt, collect their gear, leave the
dugout and proceed behind the fence
immediately by the shortest direct route

c) shall then act in a civil manner. Any further
adverse action will be taken into account
by CCF judiciary. Refer subsections D5.10
(x), (xi) and (xii) above.

xxviAny breach of these Regulations could result in
immediate expulsion of the offender(s) from Pluim

Park and if committed by a team player or team
official could preclude them and/or their team from
taking part in any game in the Finals Series. It
could also lead to the offender(s) and/or their team
being precluded from being presented with trophies
or having any awards rescinded as well as any
prize money forfeited.

xxvii) For the purpose of these Regulations and any
Supplementary Regulations, which may be issued
from time to time, any reference to Pluim Park shall
include any other venue utilised for Finals Series
matches.

xxviii)Copies of Regulations D5-1 through to D5-10 are
to be given to coach and manager of any team
participating in the finals series.

xxixX) These rules should also be brought to the attention
of other Club supporters who may attend the finals
series.

xxx) The CCF may from time to time charge spectators
an entry fee and/or car parking fee determined
annually by the CCF Management Team.

xxxi) The CCF may refuse entry to Pluim Park to any
person who may be considered to be under the
influence of drugs or alcohol, who may in the
opinion of the CCF be indecently attired or acting in
an abusive of offensive manner.

xxxii) A game started on one field can be concluded on
another at discretion of CCF officials.

General

All Divisional Championship and Nominated Age
League Championship Fixtures to be played between
Clubs in each Season shall be prepared and arranged
as soon as practicable after team nomination night and
advised to Members or Associate Member Clubs.

Dislocation of any League Championship and divisional
Championship fixtures for any cause whatsoever shall
be immediately reported to the CCF by the Members
concerned and it shall be the duty of the Home Club in
each instance to notify immediately the opposition Club,
appointed Referee and Linesman of such dislocation.

All re-arrangements of Fixtures must be submitted to
and approved by the CCF.

A fixture may be played wholly or in part under
floodlights, provided that any alteration to starting times
shall have been given due approval, and provided also
that the standard of lighting shall meet the requirements
of the CCF and Football NSW and local Councils;

Fixtures are to be played on the date and times as
nominated in the Official Fixtures List or any
amendments issued thereto. These dates could include
daytime, evening or night fixtures on any weekday,
Saturday, Sunday, Public or School Holiday.

Abandoned Fixtures

The CCF shall have the power to abandon any
Divisional or League Championship Fixture, or any
Competition and organise any other fixture or
competition if it seems such action necessary in the
interests of the CCF.

Deferral of Fixtures

A Club may seek permission of the CCF to have a fixture
deferred in certain cases:

When an epidemic affects the availability of players.

When more than three (3) players of a team are involved
in a State or National Representative Fixture at the time
of the fixture.

In circumstances which the CCF in its discretion
considers sufficient to merit a deferral, such as loss of
amenities through an act of God, natural disaster or
vandalism. Damage to playing surface or surrounds by
an act of God, natural disaster or vandalism. School
events can also be considered.

Any person or team who endeavours to circumvent this
rule shall be subject to such penalties as the CCF shall
determine.

Interference with Fixtures

Clubs shall not arrange nor agree to participate in
other matches or events which would interfere with
official CCF fixtures or other clubs home fixtures.
Such other matches could include but not be
restricted to social matches and external
competitions.

Clubs shall not endeavour to coerce other clubs into
agreeing to alterations to official CCF fixtures. Clubs
in breach of this Regulation shall be liable to such
penalties as determined by the CCF.

Forfeited Fixtures

Club Fixtures Officers of a team that is forfeiting a
fixture are to notify the CCF Office, The Director for
Competitions and CCF Draw Administrator by 4pm
on the Thursday prior to the game for G17 and G18
games and 4pm on the Friday prior to the game for
all weekend fixtures.

Outside the above times it is the responsibility of the
Fixtures Officer of the forfeiting team to notify the
following;

The Director of Competitions

The CCF Draw Administrator

The Opposition Club Fixtures Officer and

The Appointments Officer of the CC Football
Referees.

Any Club whose team is forfeiting must submit a
Form E6 as early as possible but no later than 48
hours after the time of match.

Any Club, without just cause, failing to notify or fulfil
an engagement to play the clubs fixture on the
appointed date, time or venue, shall be deemed to
have forfeited that match or matches.

Matches shall commence within ten (10} minutes of
the stipulated starting time. In the case of delays
being incurred due to matters, such as delays in
finishing time of previous matches which prevent
kick off being taken in such ten (10) minute period
match will commence when referee is ready to
commence match. Any team which refuses to or
cannot commence to play a match after these
periods shall have forfeited the match.

When a match commences later than the stipulated
time, short time shall be played if necessary for
subsequent matches to commence on time. Equal
halves shall be played at all times.

Teams must field at least seven (7) of its Registered
Players of that team at the start of any maitch.
Failure to do so shall result in the offending team
forfeiting the match.

Clubs that are involved in a fixture where the
opposition team has forfeited must submit a Form
E6 Forfeit form to the CCF. This is to be completed
and forwarded to the CCF office within 48 hours of
the conclusion of the game: re Form EB6;
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vi) Teams forfeiting on two {2) occasions without an
explanation satisfactory to the CCF, shall be removed
from the competition.

vii) In the event of any team forfeiting their match, the
following procedure will take effect :-

a. Full points allocated for the match shall be forfeited
to their opponents and the goals recorded according
to two (2) goals scored by the team getting the
points to nil (0) by the team who has infringed the
Regulations and a fine imposed;

Now incorporated in (a)

The Club whose team forfeits a match shall be liable
for the full referee's and assistant referee's fees for
the match.

viii) In the event that a Club is aware in advance that a team
will be forfeiting a game, an E6 Forfeit form is to be
forwarded to the CCF and copies being sent to
opposition Club, CCF Director of Competitions and CCF
Draw Administrator.

D6.6  Approval of Other Competitions

Clubs shall not enter or play in external Competitions, Gala
Days or Exhibition Matches unless they have first received
the approval from the CCF

Requests for approval must be submitted in writing on a
FootbalINSW sanction form and must include full details of
such competitions, including rules and playing dates. Should
the CCF decide to grant approval it may impose such
conditions as it deems fit to avoid adverse effects upon the
official CCF competitions and upon other clubs. No such
matches are to interfere with any Finals Series Matches
under these Regulations.

Clubs shall not enter or play in external Competitions, Gala
Days or Exhibition Matches unless they have first received
the approval of the CCF. Requests for approval must be
submitted in writing and must include full details of such
competitions, including rules and playing dates. Should the
CCF decide to grant approval it may impose such conditions
as it deems fit to avoid adverse effects upon the official CCF
competitions and upon other clubs. No such matches are to
interfere with any Finals Series Matches under these
Regulations. Refer also Regulation D1.5 (b). Should such
other competitions conflict or interfere with local competition
games the team entering the other competition must decide
to either forfeit their local game or other competition game.
Local games will not be deferred to accommodate other
competitions.

D6.7  Full Strength in All Matches

Each Club shall play its full strength in all matches unless
some satisfactory reason is given. In the event of the
explanation not being deemed satisfactory the CCF shall
have the power to impose such penalties as it shall think fit.

D6.8  Social or Friendly Fixtures

Clubs desiring to stage social or friendly matches and/or
friendly games in lieu of 'byes' must obtain the written
approval of the CCF not less than fourteen (14) days
before a Match. They must ensure that such Matches do
not interfere with official fixtures or those of neighbouring
clubs. Any transferred or re-scheduled official fixture
shall take precedence. Refer also Regulation D6.6.

D6.9 Inducement to Influence Match Results

i) Any Person, Organisation, Club, Club Official, Team
Official or Player offering a payment or any form of
inducement by way of gain or threat to any Persons,
Organisations, Club Official, Team Official or Player;
or

ii) Any Person, Organisation, Club Official, Team
Official or Player receiving or seeking to receive any
payment or other form of inducement from any other
Person, Organisation, Club Official, Team Official or
Player, to

iii) win, lose, draw or otherwise influence the result of a
match by any means or to inflict injury upon another
player or to prevent another player from participating
in a match shall be deemed guilty of gross
misconduct and liable to such penalty as the CCF
may determine.

D6.10 Abandoned Fixtures i Misconduct

In cases where a match has been abandoned by the
referee for reason of invasion of the field, or for reasons
of other misconduct by spectators, team or club officials,
players or other persons, the CCF shall investigate the
circumstances of such abandonment and shall:

i) Determine the result of the abandoned Fixture
including whether score at time of abandonment
should stand or whether game should be awarded to
one team or the other.

i) Determine if the match should be re-played in full, or
in part and under what conditions.

iii) Impose such penalties as it shall deem fit on Clubs,
Officials, Players and/or Spectators as judged by the
CCF to be associated with the abandonment.

iv) In respect of (a) and (b) the decision of the CCF
shall be final and not subject to an appeal to any
other authority. The action of the CCF in respect of
penalties imposed in this regard shall be distinct
from and in addition to any decisions or penalties as
may be determined by the Judiciary Committee in
respect of players or other persons as a result of
offences reported by the Referee and/or Assistant
Referees and/or Officials.
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D6.11 Abandoned Fixtures - Other Than For
Misconduct

In the event of any cancellation, postponement or
abandonment of any fixture for reasons other than those
covered in Regulation D6-10 the CCF shall investigate
the circumstances and

i) determine if the fixture should be played, replayed or
abandoned,;

ii) determine the result of the fixture including whether the
score at the time of abandonment should stand;

iii) Should the Fixture be declared abandoned then both
teams will be awarded one (1) point each. The goal
score will be recorded as one (1) goal to each team.

D6.12 Clubs Removed From Competition

In the event of any Member or Associate Member Club
or any of their teams being removed from the
Association Competition, the following procedure will
take effect to allow the altered competition to proceed to
a conclusion,

i) Removal before Competition has started: Either a Bye
result will apply in competitions or competition may be
redrawn,

i) Removal during the First Round: All opposing teams
which have played the removed Member or Associate
Member will have all points and goals deleted from their
records and shall be credited with a Bye result. Teams
that have not played the removed Member or Associate
Member will obtain a Bye result,

i) Removal during Second Round: All points and goals
acquired will be retained by opposition teams (for the
completed first round). Points and goals acquired
against such disaffiliated Member shall be lost and Bye
results shall be credited for the Second half of the
competition.

D6.13 Notification of Results

All clubs are to advise by email, or in any other manner as
required by the CCF Draw Administrator or the Director of
Competitions, their game results to the CCF Draw
Administrator in the required format as stated by the CCF
Draw Administrator and The Director of Competitions.

i) Clubs are to advise the CCF Draw Administrator the
results of all matches participated by all their teams in
Grade 9 up by 6.00pm on Saturdays in respect to games
played Friday nights or Saturdays and by 6.00pm on
Sundays in respect to games played on Sundays.

i) Clubs are to advise the CCF Draw Administrator, by no
later than 6pm on the day following the results of any
night games played the previous night.

iii) Clubs in default of this Regulation shall incur a fine.

iv) In addition to the penalties as described in subsection
(iii), a penalty can be imposed upon offending teams

who do not advise their results to their Club. These
penalties could include, but are not be limited to, loss of

points, forfeit losses or exclusion from competitions
or a fine.

D6.14 Match Times

i) In terms of F.I.LF.A. Laws the referee shall be the
sole judge of time of a match;

i) In the event that any Match falls short of the
stipulated duration, for any reason whatsoever, the
referee shall submit a report to the CCF and the
match shall either be deemed to have been
completed or ordered to be replayed at the absolute
discretion of the CCF. Provided that the CCF may, in
addition, impose fines and penalties as outlined in
the Regulations.

iii) Refer also to Regulations D.6.10, D.6.11 and D.6.16.

D6.15 Kick-Off Times

Kick off times of all fixtures in the Divisional or
League Championships shall be as determined by
the CCF and will be detailed in the Fixtures List.

i) All Fixtures must commence at the nominated time.

i) Referees must submit reports explaining reasons for
late starts including when necessary including late
arrivals of Assistant Referees or themselves.

iii) Except where special instructions have been issued
by the CCF, or are contained in other Regulations,
all First Grade Fixtures must commence no later
than 3.00PM for any daytime fixture. All other
fixtures prior to First Grade shall be played in equal
periods that shall allow the First grade fixture to
commence at the scheduled kick-off time.

D6.16 Mass Walk Offs, Refusals to Allow Play to
Commence or Continue

i) Any Team and/or other person which or who causes
a match to be terminated before its natural

conclusion thr oughor fusdl ma s s

take the field shall be deemed to have committed
serious misconduct against the Association and shall
be subject to loss of points under Regulation D6-19
and shall be liable to such further penalty as shall be
determined by the Judiciary Committee.

i) Any team which refuses to commence or to continue
to play a match shall be deemed to have committee
a serious misconduct against the CCF and the full
points allocated for the match shall be forfeited to
their opponents and the score recorded as two (2)
goals scored by the team getting the points to nil (0)
by the team who has infringed this Regulation.
Members of the team, team officials and any other
person considered involved in the incident shall be
liable to such further penalty as shall be determined
by the Judiciary Committee under this Regulation
and Regulation B22.
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D6.17 Ring-Ins

Any club found to have knowingly or wilfully engaged in the
'ringing-in' of a player or players in any Association Match
shall be deemed to have been guilty of gross misconduct
and shall be subject to loss of points under Regulation
D.6.22 and shall be liable to such further penalty, including
Life Disqualification, as the CCF lay determine. Ring-ins
could include, but not be restricted to, playing unregistered
and/or registered players under false names and playing
players not included on the team sheet.

D6.18 Washed Out Fixtures T Juniors and Seniors

i) Washed out games for seniors and juniors shall at the
discretion of the CCF be moved to another venue,
replayed or made up provided that time and weather
allows.

i) In the event of wet weather or the unavailability of fields
for any reason, causing disruption to the competitions to
such an extent that they will not be completed in the
stipulated time the CCF has the discretion to decide that

a) Semi-finals, Finals and Grand Finals need not be
played.

b) Competition Matches need not be played and may
be treated as washouts in which case results will be
treated as nil-nil (0-0) draws with each team
receiving one (1) point. Teams with byes will receive
no points.

c) Inthe case where some games have been played in
a competition and the others washed out, those
played may be treated as wash outs despite result
of match.

iii) Notwithstanding and subject to Subsections D6-18 (a) &
(b) above the following general principles will apply in
respect to the playing, or otherwise, of washed out
games: -

a) Mini and Non Competition (Under 5 through to
Under 9) will not be played.

b) Junior competition (Under 10 through to Under 17)
and Grade 35 games will be played when possible
on the first available Sunday of a subsequent
weekend after the game was washed out. That is to
say at least 8 days after the originally scheduled
fixture unless time restrictions come into play, for
example to avoid delaying finals series matches.
Night games may also be utilised as an option
where circumstances so dictate. If draw has spare
Saturday shown such may be utilised to play such
washed out games.

c) Washed out Under 18 games will be played where
possible on the first available Sunday at least 9 days
after the wash out Friday. Night games may also be
utilised as an option when circumstances so dictate.

games at least 9 days after wash out date.
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Alternatively if there is a spare Sunday shown in
the draw this may be utilised to play washed out
game.

e) In all cases the CCF Fixtures Officer shall advise
the Clubsd Fixtures Of
rescheduled games by no later than the
Tuesday following the wash out date.

f) In view of the promotion/relegation situation
Premier League and Division1 1% Grade games
will be made up whenever possible.

D6.19 Change of Home Ground

Notwithstanding other Regulations the CCF may direct
any Member or Associate Member to play their Home
fixture or fixtures at a ground other than the Clubs home
ground for reasons of sponsorship, television coverage,
disciplinary, ground conditions, wet weather or other
reason the CCF may determine.

D6.20 Players Dismissed From the Field

Any player dismissed from the field by the referee must
immediately leave the field and the immediate vicinity of
the playing area including the dugout or designated
area. After leaving the field such player shall remove or
cover his/her playing shirt and shall be subject to further
disciplinary action should they continue to act in a
contrary manner. It will be the responsibility of the

manager of t hat pl ayer o6s
place
D6.21 Ineligible Player

Any team who fields a player who is considered
ineligible under these Regulations shall suffer loss of
points under Regulation D6.22, a fine as determined
annually by the CCF and any further penalty as the CCF
may determine.
The penalty for the first offence will be loss of points,
refer to regulation D6.22 and a fine of $200. In the
case of a semi final, final or grand final the game shall
be forfeited to the opposition.

The penalty for the second offence is loss of points
and an automatic team suspension until the player
concerned is brought before the judiciary and
maximum fine of $500.00 per game may apply;

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D6.22 Loss of Points Definition

In all instances where a Regulation, or a penalty brought
down there under, provides for a 'Loss of Points' or 'Playing

for

No Points' or "Shall Receive No Points", the following

shall be recorded as the Official result of the fixture in which
the breach occurred or from which the penalty resulted.

i)

If offending team won the match full points allocated for
the match shall be forfeited to their opponents and goals
recorded as two (2) goals scored by the team getting the
points to nil (0) by the team who has infringed the
Regulations.

In the event of the offending team being defeated in the
match, the result of that fixture shall remain as a win to
their opponents. However any goals scored by the
offending team shall be deleted and if winning team
scored only one (1) goal their number of goals for the
match will be increased to two (2). If winning team
scored two (2) or more goals that number of goals will
stand. In addition such losing team shall be penalised
two (2) points in respect of juniors and three (3) points in
respect of seniors.

In the event of the offending team drawing the match the
result of the match shall be recorded as a win to their
opponents by two (2) goals to nil (0). In addition to losing
the one (1) point for the draw the offending team shall be
penalised a further two (2) points in respect to senior
matches and one (1) point in respect to junior matches.

D6.23 Home Club Responsibilities

When a Member or Associate Member Club has been
nominated in the Official Fixture List for games at their
grounds whether or not such game(s) involves teams from
their Club, it is that Clubs responsibility to ensure the
following is adhered to:

That their nominated ground is available for the
competition fixtures on the date and time as set down in
the official fixtures.

That all or any maintenance on the ground is carried out
to ensure the playing surface is in a condition the
referees consider to be safe.

That ground markings are clear and accurate and within
the dimensions as specified in the Laws of the Game.
The nets and corner posts are provided to conform with
the Laws of the Game.

That assistant referee flags are made available, if
required.

That bathroom and toilet facilities are available for
Players, Referees and Spectators.

The Official Referee shall be the deciding Official on all
matters relating to (ii), (i) and (iv).

viii) Any requests by the referee to have any defects

corrected are to be complied with. The referee shall
report any breaches in writing to the CCF. A fine as
decided annually shall be imposed for each proved
offence,

ix) All Clubs who have fixtures set down at their
grounds MUST have nominated Ground Officials.
Their duties are described in D6.30

X) The home club to supply an official table,
xi) Refer Regulation D6-26 regarding team sheets.

xii) A record of results of all competition games is to be
maintained at the official table to facilitate advising of
scores in terms of Regulation D6-13.

xiii) In cases of wet weather Clubs who have games set
down for their grounds are to inspect same the day
before the fixture(s) and advise the CCF Fixtures
Officer by 6.00pm that night if their ground is or is
likely to be unplayable the next day. Grounds not
advised as closed the night before but for which
conditions could have changed overnight are to be
reinspected by 6.00am the morning of the fixture and
the CCF Fixtures Officer notified immediately if
ground is unplayable.

xiv) If it is known that ground will be unplayable for some
other reason, e.g. due to maintenance or vandalism,
CCF Fixtures Officer is to be notified as soon as
possible,

xv) If ground becomes unplayable for some reason
during the day CCF Director of Competitions, CCF
Draw Administrator or his/her nominees, the
opposition Clubs fixtures officer and referees are to
be advised as soon as possible;

xvi) Home club must provide 2 Ground Officials one at
the official table and the other on patrol to ensure all
CCF Regulations and Codes of Conduct are
complied with at their ground. Refer also Regulation
D 6.30.

D6.24 Visiting Club Responsibilities

All visiting clubs must supply a team official for all
Premier League and Divisionl official fixtures. If a club
executive or committee person is not present the
manager of the visiting team should so act. Such
Officials are to make themselves known at the official
table and to the referees for the day and are responsible
to ensure that these Regulations are adhered to. Such
official will be in addition to the team official in terms of
Regulations D6.29.

D6.25 Spectator Control

For all competition games both Junior and Senior fields
must be marked two (2) metres from each sideline and
touchline and at least 5 metres from the goal mouth. No
spectators, Club or team officials shall be allowed to be
within the marked area.
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D6.26 Team Sheets

i) Home Clubs must have prepared, at least 30 minutes
prior to the scheduled kick off time of the first game at
their ground for the day, team sheets completed as to
date, ground, division, grade and participating teams for
all games scheduled for that day at the ground.

i) Team sheets are to be completed by Coach or manager
at least 15 minutes prior to scheduled kick off time.

iii) Ground Official is to check that the team sheet has
been completed and that any referee fees have been
collected at least 5 minutes prior to the commencement
of the game

iv) Any player from a lower division subbing up is to have
their registered age and division written clearly next to
their name on the team sheet;

v) Home team is to complete team sheet first and in time
for away team to comply with (ii) above.

vi) Such sheets should contain full names and registration
numbers of all players taking part in or expected to take
part in the game (including the names of nominated
substitutes). Names are to be listed against shirt
numbers players will wear in match.

Champion of Champions is a knockout tournament
conducted by FootballNSW at the end of the
competition year or at a date determined by
FootballNSW. This competition is designed to play
the best teams from every NSW Association in a
knockout tournament at venues to be decided by
FootballNSW and could be played at any location
within New South Wales.

Registration Form and have all players sign this form
and return this to the CCF at least 10 days prior to
the First Round of competition;

ix) As each team progresses through the tournament,
the CCF will advise of the next game fixture.

X) Entered teams are responsible for all referees and
other expenses incurred in respect to their
acceptance of entry into the competition.

xi) When possible local finals series will be designed
around the possibility of teams entering the
competition.

Each match is controlled by a referee who has full
authority to enforce the Laws of the Game in connection
with the match to which he has been appointed.

The decisions of the referee regarding facts connected
with play are final. The referee may only change a
decision on realising that it is incorrect or, at his
discretion, on the advice of the assistant referee,
provided that he has not restarted play.

The referee shall be the sole judge of time.
The referee shall endorse upon the team sheet his/her
name, the name(s) of his/her assistant(s) if applicable.

Official referees shall wear their officially approved
uniform when refereeing a game. Referee shall not wear
a uniform of a colour which conflicts with a team uniform
or a goalkeeper.

The referee shall not remove the team sheet from the
official table, except at the end of the game to record
details on caution sheets or to record substitutes.

The team manager is the only person who should
approach the referee after the game and then only to
sign team sheet and collect caution sheets when
necessary.

xiii) In the case of a forfeit the referee shall endorse the team

sheet accordingly. Any referees fees paid by the
attending team are to be returned to them as full fees
will be recouped from the forfeiting team by the CCF;

xiv) In the case of a team (or teams) failing to show for a

match the referee shall wait for a period of 10 minutes

after scheduled kick off time. If a team or both teams
fail to show, the referee shall endorse the team
sheet with details of the team or teams who failed to
show. Any referees fees paid by the attending team
are to be returned to them as full fees will be
recouped from the forfeiting team by the CCF;

xv) No abuse or argument with the referee will be
tolerated either before, during or after the match;

xvi) Any complaints about referees are to be submitted in
writing through the Club Secretary to the CCF's
Secretary of P& D within 72 hours of the incident;

xvii)The referee and/or assistant referees must report to
the CCF, by way of an incident report, all cases of
misconduct of players, officials, spectators or other
persons;

xviiifhe referee and/or assistant referees must report in
writing to the CCF by way of an incident report any
breaches of regulations, bylaws or other problems
associated with the ground, club officials or the
match;

xix) The referee shall decide on the fitness of the ground
for play for each match. When the referee finds it
necessary to stop play due to weather or other
reason he/she shall wait a reasonable time before
deciding to abandon the match..

xX) The official referee will be responsible to forward
caution, send off and incident reports for games at
which he officiated to reach the CCF by 5pm of the
Tuesday following a weekend match and within 48
hours of a midweek match. Clubs are responsible to
forward team sheets to the CCF by the same
deadlines.

After such squads are confirmed if a higher grade team is

knocked out the players in that squad are ineligible to play
in a lower grade in that finals series.

Neither (i) or (ii) above shall prevent a player from a lower
grade playing up.

Exemptions may be sought from CCF in respect to an
injured goalkeeper.
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D8.7 Four Game Restriction

Any player playing up into a higher age group or grade shall
be restricted to playing up no more than four (4) times during
a season.

This does not include semi finals, finals and Grand Finals.
Such 4 games shall be cumulative irrespective of grade or age
group in which player plays up. That is to say if a 12B player
plays up into 13A one week, 13B another two and 14A
another then he/she shall have accumulated his/her 4 games.
Should that player play up a fifth time he/she shall be deemed
an ineligible player under Regulation D6.21

This rule shall not apply to a player from a lower age group or
lower grade, who has already played in his/her nominated
team that day.

Special circumstance situations could arise for small clubs
and in such cases the Board at its discretion may grant
exemptions.
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SECTION 9

PROTESTS AND DISPUTES

D9.1 General

It is the responsibility of the team manager to sign the team
sheet after the game to verify score, confirm checking of
opposition cards and in the case of seniors to verify recording
of substitutes. All communications to the CCF shall be by Club
Secretary.

D9.2 Game Score

i) In the event of any dispute in respect to the score of any
fixture, the score recorded by the Match Official in charge
shall be the Official Score for the Fixture.

i) If when checking the team sheet prior to signing same
after the game there is a variance in relation to the game
score and this cannot be resolved at the time the manager
should still sign the team sheet but neatly print "protest”
above his signature.

iii) The Manager should then advise his Club Secretary to
enable the Secretary to notify the CCF Fixtures officer
verbally within 24hours, and in writing within 72 hours, of
the details of the dispute together with details of any
supporting evidence.

iv) Failure by the Manager to check the team sheet or failure
by the Manager or Club to follow procedures in (ii) or (iii)
above will invalidate any right to protest.

D9.3 Eligibility of Players

i) It is the responsibility of Managers to check the
registration cards of opposition players in terms of
Paragraphs D2.9, D3.10, D4.8 and D4.24 above;

i) If there is a dispute regarding the eligibility of a player the
manager is to neatly print the word protest above his
signature on the team sheet;

iii) The Manager should then advise his Club Secretary to
enable the Secretary to notify the CCF Fixtures officer
verbally within 24hours, and in writing within 72 hours, of
the details of the dispute together with details of any
supporting evidence;

iv) Failure by the Manager to check the team sheet, check
the opposition cards or failure by the Manager or Club to
follow procedures in (ii) or (iii) above will invalidate any
right to protest.

D9.4 Rules of the Game

i) Protests regarding the Rules of the Game can only be
lodged in respect to distinct Points of Law. That is to say
they cannot be lodged against the various laws which may
be interpreted in the opinion of the referee.

ii) If a coach or manager considers that his team would have
a valid protest the Manager should neatly print the word
"protest” above his signature when signing the team
sheet. The manager or any other person is not to
argue or dispute the matter with the referee after the
match.

iii) The Manager should then advise his Club Secretary to
enable the Secretary to notify the CCF Director of
Competitions verbally within 24hours, and in writing within
72 hours, of the details of the dispute together with details
of any supporting evidence.

iv) Failure by the Manager the Club to follow procedures in (ii)
or (iii) above will invalidate any right to protest.

D9.5 Other Protests and Complaints

i) Any complaints regarding unsporting conduct are to be
advised through the Club Secretary to the CCF Director of
Competitions verbally within 24 hours, and in writing within
72 hours, giving full details of such complaint.

ii) Any complaints regarding players, officials or other
persons are to be advised through the Club Secretary to
the Secretary of Judiciary verbally via the CCF office
within 24 hours and in writing within 72 hours.

iii) Any person making a complaint under (i) or (ii) above must
be prepared to attend any hearing called by the CCF to
hear such complaint.

iv) Any complaints regarding a referee are to be submitted
through the Club Secretary to the Secretary of Judiciary in
within 72 hours giving full details of such complaint.

D9.6 Frivolous or Vindictive Protests or Complaints

Any person making frivolous or vindictive complaints or who
make same other than in the interests of the game will be
subject to severe penalties.

D9.7 False or Misleading Information

Any Coach, Manager, Player, Club Official, Club or other
person who is determined to have knowingly given or supplied
false or misleading information in respect to protests and
disputes shall be subject to such penalties as the CCF may
determine from time to time.

D9.8 Protest Fees

i) A protest fee, the amount of which will be determined
annually by the CCF, must accompany the written advices
of any protest lodged under Regulations D9-2, D9-3 and
D9-4 above.

i) Failure to forward protest fee will invalidate the protest.

iii) Protest fee will be forfeited to the CCF if protest is not
upheld. If protest is upheld fee will be refunded to the
Club.
